-  follow up to outdoor court resurfacing (see discussion items below). 
 - inquired at the transportation office about a parent question regarding a student riding the wrong bus and what role the bus passes play when riding the bus.  The pass simply is scanned on and off the bus. It currently does not alert a bus driver that the student is on the correct bus. The transportation department is  looking into what more the program can do.
 - PAC member asked for admin feedback for the current cellphone/electronics policy.  One of the BCCPAC resolutions proposes a province wide blanket policy for cell phone/electronics use in all schools. Admin feels like the current policy allows for fair implementation of the provincial mandate.

a. Funding requests 
i. Quebec trip - Jen has been in contact with the gaming board to ask special permission to use gaming funds to fund out of province funding. That request has been denied. She has also been working with Ms Bala to obtain a gaming license to have a raffle. This has been approved. The PAC will work with some parents to put this on. 
b. Outdoor courts resurfacing status - Darryl has been in conversation with maintenance lead Chris Kerr (Director of Operations). There has been no movement on correcting the resurfacing. At this time the PAC will follow up on the letter sent to the district in the fall.

ii. Feeding futures funding will continue for next year.  Looking at the current facilities and what improvement can be made to support the programming.
iii. PC Charity Grant will support the current programming (RM109) as necessary.
